It is believed that the traditional Shimada
mage hairstyle was designed by Toragozen, a
yunja courtesan who appears in Ssga
Menggatari. About 60 women in traditional
hairstyles dance and give thanks for their
hair at Utaji Temple.

Shimada Obi Matsuri
Starting in 1695, this festival is widely known for its
procession of daimye feudal lords, Kashima dance
performers and portable shrines stroll along the old Tokaido
highway. The greatest attraction is the 25 people in
traditional o with g obi belts hanging from
wooden swords on both sides of their waist.
